NYS Updates & Resources
1) New Requirements for Family Peer Support Providers: Family Peer Support Services will be transitioning from the Children’s Consolidated Home and Community Based Services (HCBS) Waiver array to the Medicaid State Plan's Children and Family Treatment and Support Services (CFTSS) beginning July 1st, 2019. New York State recently released additional requirements that Family Peer Support Providers are required to complete by June 31st, 2019, available here. 

2) Health and Recovery Plans (HARPs) and HIV Special Needs Plans (SNPs) Behavioral Health Guidance Memo - Revised Adult BH HCBS Prior and/or Continuing Authorization Request: NYS created a revised Adult BH HCBS Prior and/or Continuing Authorization Request Form.
